Overnight Transfer for Northern Blotting
1. Run gel.

2. Use the Tupperware set up with 20X SSC and stack of filter paper already in it.

3. Fill the bottom of container half full with 20X SSC.

4. Cut 3 pieces of filter paper to the size of gel.  Put on top of stack and wet with 20X SSC.

5. Put gel on top of filter paper well-side up and roll with pipette to get rid of bubbles.

6. Place strips of plastic wrap around the EDGES of the gel.

7. Cut nylon membrane to the size of gel.  Wet in diH2O for 5 minutes.  Place on top of gel and roll out air bubbles.
8. Flood membrane with 20X SSC.

9. Cut 5 sheets of filter paper to the size of the gel and membrane and place on top of the stack.
10. Put a stack of paper towels (preferably cut to the size of gel) 3-4 inches high on top of stack.

11. Place glass plate and weight on top of stack.

12. Needs to sit 8-24 hours.  Transfer is completel when paper towels at the top are wet.
